KS2 RESIDENTIAL EDUCATIONAL VISITS:
Part of the extended curriculum we provide in KS2 offers the opportunity for pupils to take part in off-site, residential educational visits to enhance their learning.

Before any off-site visit can take place, a substantial amount of administrative work is undertaken - including risk assessments and self-evaluations to ensure the Health and Safety of all pupils and Staff involved.

The responsibilities undertaken by Staff – both during the visit and by those who remain at school - are not taken lightly, and every foreseeable eventuality is meticulously prepared for.
You will appreciate that visits of this magnitude can be quite costly, not only with the obvious expenses of transport and accommodation, but also in the preparation, staffing and planning.  

In line with DfE regulations, a definitive charge per pupil for the ‘board and lodgings’ involved for residential visits may be made, starting with a deposit payment to secure the booking, followed by weekly payments and a deadline date for when the full balance of payment should be received.  Transport and insurance costs are met by the school. 
Should the full amount not be received by the given date, the pupil will not take part in the visit and will stay in school whilst the visit takes place.  If insufficient payments are received by the given date, the entire visit will be cancelled.

You will appreciate this action would be extremely disappointing to both pupils and staff as experience has shown that in addition to them learning important life skills, the children benefit greatly.

The Year 4 visit to Nell Bank outdoor education centre will take place on Wednesday 3rd April 2019 for two nights.  The cost of board, lodgings and activities will be £87.80 per child.  A deposit of £5 per pupil is required by 30th November 2018 with the remaining balance being paid by no later than Friday 29th March 2019. Online payments are preferred or alternatively, weekly payments may be made by cheque payable to Idle C.E. (A) Primary School.
(NB: If your child is entitled to Free School Meals or Pupil Premium at the time of the visit this will be an assisted place.  Payment therefore will not be required.  Any payments made prior to the date of the visit will be refunded.) 

May I ask that should you feel you may be unable to meet the full cost, you please contact me at your earliest convenience.  A mutual arrangement may be made to spread the payment over a longer period of time.
A meeting for Parents to discuss the details of the Programme has been arranged for 3.30 p.m. on Wednesday 13th March 2019 where there will be the opportunity for you to ask any questions or queries you may have.
